Descri ption of Operations Financed:

Congress passed the Soviet Nuclear Threat Reduction Act of 1991 (Nunn Lugar Act)
to abate proliferation of nuclear, chem cal and biol ogi cal weapons, and rel ated
expertise in the former Soviet Union (FSU). The Cooperative Threat Reduction (CTR)
program conti nues to be an inportant elenent of our national security strategy for the
21%" century. The CTR program di smantl es strategi c weapons and weapons delivery
systems, inproves the security of thousands of WVD and weapons material, prevents
proliferation of weapons technology and technical experts, and facilitates defense and
mlitary contacts to encourage mlitary reductions and reform The Departnment of
Def ense (DoD) established five CTR program objectives to address high priority
security and proliferation concerns in Russia and the Newy |Independent States (NI S).

A. Obj ective One:

Assi st Russia in accelerating strategic arns reductions to Strategic Arns
Reduction Treaty (START) |evels.

The proliferation of nuclear weapons, delivery systens and rel ated technol ogi es
is a serious concern to U S. and international security. Successful inplenmentation of
START | and future reductions are key to U.S. national security strategy. Both the
U.S. and Russi an Federation (RF) have expressed support for significantly | ower
aggregate levels of strategic warheads. Russia’ s President declared on 11 August 2000
t hat the Russian Federation would unilaterally reduce its strategic nuclear forces to
1,500 warheads by 2010. The DoD/ CTR program as pl anned through this period

contracted with western firnms to provide integrating contractor managenent support to
prograns such as the Liquid Propellant I1CBMand Silo Elimnation and to deliver

equi pment, training and | ogistical support. Direct contracts with Russian enterprises
have been enpl oyed to perform work such as the SLBM Launcher Eli m nati on/ SSBN

Di smant | ement and Liquid Propellant SLBM Elim nation projects.

B. Obj ective Two:

Enhance safety, security, control, accounting, and centralization of nuclear
weapons and fissile material in the former Soviet Union to prevent their proliferation
and encourage their reduction.

CTR Program assi stance is central to U S. and international efforts to prevent
the proliferation of FSU nucl ear weapons and fissile materials. The DoD Programin
Russi a encourages nucl ear warhead di smantl enent; provides enhanced security for
nucl ear war heads in storage and during transport; provides safe and secure storage for
fissile material from di smantl ed nucl ear warheads; and elim nates the proliferation
t hreat posed by the production of weapons grade plutonium CTR Program assi stance is
provi ded under several inplenenting agreenments between the Departnment and the Russian
Federation Mnistry of Defense and Mnistry of Atom c Energy (M nAtom. DoD
assistance is inproving the security of both strategic and tactical nuclear weapons
facilities (MOD Twelfth Main Directorate, Air Force and Navy structures, and Strategic
Rocket Forces). DoD assistance supports Russia in safe, secure transportation of an
esti mated 600- 800 nucl ear warheads to secure storage or dismantlenent facilities per
year. This could increase to 1,000-1,500 warheads per year beginning in FY 2002.

Description of Operations Financed (Continued):

DoD is providing equipnent, training, and services to design and construct to
western standards a safe, secure and ecologically sound storage for fissile materi al
fromdi smantl ed nucl ear weapons at Mayak, Russia. The Fissile Material Storage
Facility (FMSF) will have a capacity to store up to 25,000 containers of weapons grade
fissile material from approximately 6,250 weapons.

The Elim nation of Weapons Grade Pl utonium Production supports U.S. non-
proliferation objectives described in the 1997 Plutonium Producti on Reactor Agreenent
between the U.S. and the Russian Federation. The DoD plan is to assist MnAtomto
cease the production of an estimated 1.5 netric tons (MI) of weapons grade plutonium
(Pu) annually. To end the production of Pu, the plan is to shut down the two reactors
at Seversk and upgrade the existing fossil fuel facilities for needed heat and
electricity. DoD has also agreed in principle to build a plant to furnish heat and
electricity, and MnAtomw || shutdown the Pu production reactor at Zhel eznogor sk.

C. Obj ective Three:

Assi st Ukrai ne and Kazakhstan to elimnate START |imted systens and weapons of
mass destruction infrastructure.

Di smant |l enent and elim nation of Ukraine’'s SS-24 ICBMs is a top U S. Gover nnent
priority. A broad range of national security, arms control, and nonproliferation
obj ectives are met with this effort. In 1997 Ukraine decided to elim nate the SS-24
weapon systemthat consisted of 55 SS-24 missiles, 46 silos, five |aunch control
centers, and supporting infrastructure. The Departnment has contracted with U S.
contractors to provide integrating contractor managenent support for each project.
This activity renovated and constructed tenporary storage for mssiles renmoved from
silos and for the mssile motors after the missiles are disassenbled. Al mssiles

w ||l be disassenbled awaiting extraction of the solid rocket notor propellant. Al
silos and | aunch centers will be elimnated in accordance with START | requirenents.
An SS-24 solid rocket notor propellant extraction facility will be built to renove the
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| . Description of Operations Financed (Continued):

propel |l ant, thereby permtting safe elimnation of the SS-24 mssile notors. DoD has
elimnated all Blackjack and Bear bombers in Ukraine. Additionally, up to 40 TU-22M
Backfire bonbers and approxi mately 230 KH-22 nuclear air to surface mssiles will be
el i m nat ed.

A broad range of national security and nonproliferation objectives are al so net
by prograns in Ukraine and Kazakhstan to elim nate weapons of mass destruction
infrastructure. These progranms prevent proliferation of fissile and radi oactive
mat erials and elim nate nucl ear weapon storage areas, liquid mssile propellant,
equi pnent and infrastructure at liquid propellant storage facilities, and facilities
at airbases that supported |ong-range heavy bonber operations.

D. Obj ective Four:

Assi st the former Soviet Union to elinnate and prevent proliferation of
bi ol ogi cal and chem cal weapons and associ ated capabilities.

Bi ol ogi cal and chem cal weapons capabilities in the former Soviet Union pose a
significant threat to U S. national security. The follow ng projects support U S.
obj ectives to prevent the proliferation of FSU biol ogical weapons (BW scientific and
t echnol ogy base: enhance security and safety systens for dangerous virus and bacteria
pat hogen repositories at biological research centers; consolidate and dismantle
infrastructure associated with BW production or research at FSU facilities; and
col | aborative research through DoD s partnership with the International Science and
Technol ogy Center (ISTC) to address DoD bi o-defense needs in the areas of force
protection, nmedical counterneasures and nodeling.

As a State Party to the Chem cal Wapons Convention (CW), Russia has agreed to
elimnate its stockpile of chem cal weapons and demilitarize its former chem ca
weapons (CW production facilities. DoD is assisting Russia in the safe, secure and
ecol ogi cally sound destruction of its CWstockpile and production infrastructure. CITR
assi stance will provide a Chenm cal Wapons Destruction Facility (CWF) for
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| . Description of Operations Financed (Continued):

or ganophosphorus (nerve) agent-filled artillery munitions. The work includes
process/facility design and construction; equipnment acquisition and installation; and
systens integration, training and facility start-up. DoD will construct the CWF near
t he Shchuch'ye CWstorage facility which contains approximately 40 percent of the
Russi an nerve agent filled artillery munitions (estimated at 5,400 netric tons in
nearly two mllion rocket and tube artillery warhead/ projectiles). CTR assistance
supports dem litarization of former nerve agent production facilities at OAO Khi nprom
Vol gograd and OAO Khi nprom Novocheboksarsk in Russia, and the Nukus Chem cal Wapons
Research Institute in Uzbekistan. Demlitarization will decontam nate, dismantle and
destroy specialized equi pnment and special features related to the production, transfer
and storage of chem cal agents/weapons and their precursors as outlined in the CWC
Security enhancenents to protect the chem cal weapons stockpile at Shchuch'ye and

Ki zner are al so bei ng provided.

E. Obj ective Five:

Encourage mlitary reductions and reform while reducing proliferation threats in
the former Soviet Union.

This effort supports expanded contacts between defense establishnents to pronote
counter-proliferation, demlitarization and denocratic reforms in the FSU  DoD has
negoti ated a series of inplenenting agreenents between the Departnment and new
i ndependent states (NI'S) which govern the Defense and Mlitary Contacts program The
Department has provided support to 32 separate major conmands, service headquarters,
and subordi nate conmands for approximtely 1,400 events between the U.S. and NI S.
Future events will include exchange of visits between the Secretary of Defense and the
Chai rman; Joint Chiefs of Staff with their NI'S counterparts; visits between naval, air
and ground units; bilateral exercises and ship visits; and visits of the nation's
senior officials. Participating nations currently include: Georgia, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Ml dova, Russia, Ukraine, and Uzbeki stan.
