DoD Overseas MIlitary Banking Program O%M funds provide for salaries and benefits associ ated
with program office personnel and travel and supplies in support of the stateside banking and
credit union prograns.

Travel Card Program Ofice (TCPMD focuses on the overall managenent of the Departnent of
Def ense Travel Card Program through a network of Card Program Managers, Agency/ Organization
Program Managers, and el ectronic systens. The programcurrently has 1.4 nmillion users and over
5,000 central accounts spending approxinmately $80M per nonth on transportation for travelers.
Program utilizes the Electronic Account CGovernment Ledger System (EAGS) provided by the Card
Vendor to nonitor utilization, charges and paynents for all travelers in DoD. Additionally,
the TCPMO is responsible for the devel opnment and inplenentation of the policies and procedures
necessary to provide this program
