INSTRUCTIONS FOR FORMAT 460
“MILITARY CONSTRUCTION/FAMILY HOUSING PROGRAM
FUND APPROVAL”

1. Requirement. A format60 is required foall Military and Family Housing Con-
struction accounts. Mill be executed irprojectdetail forthe major construction and
new construction budgedctivities and executed as a lurapm for all other budget
activities. The format is intended to provide a comgistieg of allthe disposition of the
funds provided by the applicable appropriation act and includes all reprogrammings.

2. Entries. Columnar entries shall be as follows:

a. Installation/Projects.Display the name ofthe installation andhe project
title. If there is more than one project at iastallation or activitythe installation or
activity title shouldnot be repeatedThe projectisting should be irstatesequence with
the same installation angroject nomenclature appearing in the Constructionex C-1.
The centrally managed allotment (CM#) foreign currency fluctuation should be shown
as a separate entry at the end of the project listing.

b. Specialinterest. Thespecial interest column should contain an asterisk if
the project was reduced by eitt@dramber othe Congress during the enactment process
or was indicated to be of special interest in a congressional report.

C. Appropriated Amount. The amount shown in tleislumn must be
consistent with the amount shown for the project in@Ghé. The total ofall amounts
shown in this column mustorrespond to the amount provided in tgplicableappro-
priation act covered by the apportionment/reapportionmextiibit. If the amount
appropriated and authorized for a projeldfers, the amount authorized will appear
parenthetically below the amount appropriated. For the foreign currency fluctuation CMA
this line is blank.

d. Formal Reprogramming. the project appears infarmal reprogramming
request, either asracipient of funds or as source of funds, enter the adjustmenthis
column which shall beonsistent with the amount shown in the reprogramming request.
Split funding refers to @roject fundedusing more thamne appropriation. If projects
have been split funded, only the amount of resources covered by the apportisimpoéht
be identified against the project and the project appropriately footnoted.

e. Below Threshold Reprogramming. This columsimsilar to the previous
column;however, it is used whethe project never appeared irficamal reprogramming
request, i.e., resources have been realigned below the threshold requiring prior approval.

f. Previously Approved. This colummepresents the amourdurrently
apportioned against the project--the amount appearing on the latest fornfatrd&ily
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submitted to OUSD(C). Split funded projects will shomly the resources from tHescal
year covered bthe apportionment andilwoe footnoted to idicate where théalance of
resources resides. This column will be totaled anduhe will equakthe amount reflected
on the appropriateine in block 8, column b ofthe most recent DD Form 1105.
Apportionment is automatic for thioreign currency fluctuation CMA and is to be
reflected in the next DD Form 1105 submission.

g. Proposed. This column represents the amourieing requested for
apportionment against thisoject. Thecolumn will betotaled and theum will equal the
amount reflected on the appropriate line in block 8, column ¢ of the DD Form 1105.

h. Quarter Award. Enter the quarter disgal year in whichthe project was
awarded or is expected to be awarded. Forfdhegn currency fluctuation CMA this
column is blank.

I. OSD Approved. OUSD(C) will indicate the amount approvedhis
column.

J. Symbol. Enter the Treasury code for the accountwvitich obligational
authority isbeing sought. Forexample, 218/2 2050 would represent the FY 1988
Military ConstructionArmy account. Théefense Agencies should incluthe limitation
separated by a period from the 4-digit Treastoge. Forexample, 978/2 0500.1400
would represent FY 198Blilitary Construction Defens@gency funds provided to the
Defense Medical Facilities Office.

k. Submission No. The first two digits of the submission number should
equate to the laswo digits of the fiscal year in whichthe format 460 is submitted. The
middledigit(s) should equate to a periodasailability or program year othe funds. For
examplethe FY 1988 program would be 8/2. The last digit(s) represerduthraission
number inthat fiscal year. For example,the initial submissionwould be “1” and all
subsequent submissions incremented accordingly.
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
