The DOD HBCU M AR Program was established in furtherence of
Presidential Executive Order 12677, Historically Black Coll eges
and Universities. President Bush signed the order in Apri

1989. President Cinton issued Presidential Executive O der
12876, Historically Black Coll eges and Universities, in Novenber
1993. Its purpose is to advance the devel opnent of human
potential, to strengthen HBCU, and increase opportunities for
HBCU to participate in, and benefit from Federal Prograns. On
2 May 1990, then Secretary of Defense Dick Cheney authorized the
DOD to inplenent the HBCU AE Program The program was expanded
in 1993, to include Mnority Institutions (M), and is being
conducted under the authority of Section 2667 of Title 10 United
States Code, to allow the use of DOD owned AR by HBCU M.

The DOD HBCU M AR Program enables DOD to | ease AR to HBCU M
for up to five years. The types of equi pnent avail able for use

peri pheral devi ces.

The AR are DOD-owned and are transferred from DOD Activities

t hroughout the country. AR nmay be designated for HBCU M use by
a Defense organization, or identified as excess by the DARIC
There is no fee for HBCU M to participate in the program
however, institutions nust pay transportation and packing
expenses from DCOD sites to the requesting schools. The HBCU M
are al so responsible for routine maintenance while | easing the
AR.  The | eased AR may be used for student and faculty use,
training, to augnment the AR of the institution, or to support

ot her academ c-rel ated prograns.
