TERMS OF REFERENCE

CAPSTONE MULTINATIONAL INTEROPERABILITY WORKING GROUP (CAPSTONE MIWG)
The Capstone Multinational Interoperability Working Group (MIWG) serves as the senior executive group representing the Multinational Interoperability Council (MIC) member nations when a MIWG working session convenes.   The membership of the Capstone MIWG consists of the designated senior representative of each member nation plus the MIC Executive Secretary.  

This CAPSTONE MIWG is generally responsible for analyzing the progress of the current work effort, setting the strategy for the MIWG meetings, and making recommendations to the working MIWGs and the MIC Principals as appropriate.  The Capstone MIWG is chaired by the MIC Lead though any member of the Capstone MIWG may request a Capstone MIWG be convened.

The Capstone MIWG responsibilities will include but will not be limited to:

· Analyze the progress of the current work effort, define the strategy for the MIWG meetings, and make recommendations to the working MIWGs as appropriate

· Assign action items during MIWG meetings as necessary

· Determine the necessity of convening or standing down a MIWG 

· Coordinate the overall MIC/MIWG meeting schedule 

· Review the MIC Charter on an annual basis and make recommendations to the MIC as appropriate

· Coordinate the development of terms of reference as necessary to support MIC activities 

The CAPSTONE MIWG is the approving authority for this terms of reference.
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
