Doctrine, Plans and Procedures MIWG TOR

The DPP MIWG serves to execute tasks assigned by the MIC and CAPSTONE MIWG covering doctrine and procedures.  This WG consists of representatives of each member nation, plus invited observers.  It is chaired by the US J7 and meets as called by the chairman.  Joint sessions with other MIWGs may be arranged as necessary and agreed by the chairmen.

This DPP MIWG is responsible for establishing core coalition doctrine, planning processes and procedures.  Responsibilities will include but not be limited to:

· Definition, maintenance and, if necessary, development of common doctrine and procedures for the conduct of coalition operations, including:

· Roles and responsibilities of the lead nation

· Coalition planning process

· Coalition building process

· Other processes as appropriate at the military strategic level

· Review of national and coalition interoperability lessons identified, and where appropriate, recommend changes to doctrine and procedures 
· Coordination to achieve doctrinal consistency between MIWGs
· Coordinating the update of the doctrine portion of the MIC Website
The CAPSTONE MIWG is the approving authority for these TOR.
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
