Multinational Interoperability Working Group (MIWG)

Terms of Reference (TOR)

The IS MIWG serves to execute tasks assigned by the MIC and/or Capstone MIWG Principals addressing information sharing interoperability issues.  As an operator-led WG, it is responsible for identifying, documenting and consolidating IS operational requirement for supporting coalition operations.  The WG is chaired by the U.S. J3 and consists of representatives of each member nation plus invited observers.  The WG meets semi-annually or as called by the chairman.  Joint sessions with other MIWGs are scheduled as necessary to address topics of mutual interest to each of the WGs.

The IS MIWG is responsible for articulating operational requirements and determining priorities for the sharing of information across national boundaries in support of coalition operations.  Responsibilities focus on identifying what information, classified or unclassified from a variety of sources, needs to be shared, with whom, operationally how and in what format.  
Responsibilities include but are not limited to:

· Provide high level direction for information sharing capabilities, applications, and services and user communities.

· Determine, agree and prioritize Information Exchange Requirements (IERs). 

· Consolidate operational requirements to guide the development and implementation of multinational IS capabilities.

· Provide direction and oversight of the governance and management of MIC-sponsored multinational information exchange systems, networks and applications.

· Provide direction for and oversight of the development of supporting doctrine, processes and the conduct of relevant experimentation.

· Facilitate the resolution of policy issues relating to foreign disclosure and release of relevant classified information.

These Terms of Reference will be reviewed annually and approved by the Capstone MIWG to ensure they are consistent with the MIC Strategic Plan and the current tasking by the MIC and Capstone Principals. 
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
