TERMS OF REFERENCE

LOGISTICS MULTINATIONAL INTEROPERABILITY WORKING GROUP (LOGISTICS MIWG)
The Logistics (Log) Multinational Interoperability Working Group (MIWG) will facilitate and promote logistics interoperability in current doctrine, procedures and standards and the development of future logistics concepts for coalition operations.  It is able to evaluate and leverage the work of disparate national and multinational efforts (eg. NATO, FLOW, ABCA, EU, etc.) and to agree to adopt, adapt or invent solutions to coalition logistics issues.  The resulting convergence of national policies, doctrines, concepts and procedures will enhance coalition logistic interoperability in accordance with the aims of the MIC.

The Log MIWG will maintain a close relationship with the CDE MIWG and coordinate with other MIWGs as necessary. 

The Log MIWG will schedule their meetings to coincide with the other MIWG groups but may hold additional meetings, as considered necessary, to prepare for the MIWG and to support other Log objectives.  The Log MIWG may also convene subject matter ad-hoc groups to pursue specific issues, where the attendance of subject matter experts may be necessary. 

The U.S. Joint Forces Command (USJFCOM) will chair the Log MIWG. The Chair will be supported by the USJFCOM Joint Logistics Transformation Center for Logistic CDE work.  Nations will normally be represented at the O-6 level and may invite observers as appropriate. 

These Terms of Reference are to be reviewed by the Log MIWG at regular intervals to ensure they reflect the agreed responsibilities and current MIC tasking. Any changes to the Log MIWG Terms of Reference are to be submitted to the Capstone MIWG for approval.
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
