TERMS OF REFERENCE

NETWORKING MULTINATIONAL INTEROPERABILITY WORKING GROUP (NETWORK MIWG)
The Network MIWG is the senior level forum to address coalition technical issues affecting ‘information interoperability’ in multinational operations.  The membership of the Network MIWG consists of the designated senior representative from each MIC nation.  The CCEB Executive Group Chairman will chair the Network MIWG in accordance with the Statement of Cooperation agreed between the MIC and the CCEB.

The Network MIWG is generally responsible for exploring problems in coalition (C4I) interoperability, identifying and clarifying impediments, and preparing prioritized recommendations for approval by the MIC, and implementation by the nations.  The Network MIWG collaborates closely with the other MIWGs to achieve the aims of the MIC Principals.

The Network MIWG responsibilities will include but will not be limited to:

· Facilitate the establishment of information sharing capabilities across national boundaries in support of coalition operations

· Promote the adoption and implementation of interoperable standards, equipment, processes and procedures to enhance information exchange between coalition participants

· Promote the development of a common approach that will facilitate information sharing between multinational and regional networks

· Develop operational architectures that identify key coalition users and their Information Exchange Requirements

· Deliver GRIFFIN network services and Secure VTC between MIC nations

· Develop and enhance GRIFFIN to meet the near-term services and applications that directly support the Warfighter for future coalition operations

· Facilitate, where appropriate, C4 coordination with other multinational interoperability fora such as ABCA, ASCC, AUSCANNZUKUS Naval C4, TTCP, NATO, MIP, C3SNR, and QCJWC
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
