reviewed the minutes from the June 2000 meeting. Discussion topics included updates on the RSA requests for NVGs, COMINT equipment and the EADSIM air-defense modeling software, the International Humanitarian Demining Consortium, and update on South African equipment requirements. The A&TWG reviewed the agreed actions from the April 2001 A&TWG meeting. Some wording was revised. The revised language is reflected at TAB A. Mr. Marano gave a presentation and led a discussion on the IEA Process. Members of the Policy and Planning and Security Assistance Working Groups joined the A&TWG for a discussion on Foreign Military Funding (FMF) for South Africa and, especially, how they can be used to support the South African C-130 aircraft received through the Excess Defense Article (EDA) program.
